May 13 The Barn Nursery - 9510 Old Hwy 99, Tumwater. From Olympia, go South on Capitol Way > Old Hwy
99. The Barn is 3 miles past the Capitol Blvd. and Tumwater Blvd. intersection, on the LEFT (just past 931.). View
red barn building, water features, statuary, plants, outbuildings, old equipment... Can paint in the breezeway if it
rains. Be mindful that this is a business and that there will be customers. Try not to block merchandise.

May 20 Home of Marty Albee - 1938 Overhulse Rd. NW, Olympia. From Harrison and Cooper Point, go West on
Harrison, turn RIGHT onto Overhulse (just before overpass) OR Hwy. 101 to Evergreen St. College/Mud Bay Rd.
exit, stay RIGHT to Mud Bay Rd. Take RIGHT on Mud Bay Rd. and then immediate LEFT onto Overhulse. Turn
RIGHT on 20t take 1st RIGHT into pasture parking. View trees, gardens, arbors, outbuildings, fields, llamas,
chickens and goats. Wisteria should be blooming. The Albees host garden parties and other events at their home.

May 27 Fairie Herb Garden - 404 X Street, Tumwater. Go South on Capitol Way thru Tumwater business district
to X Street and turn LEFT. Go 3 blocks to gardens. Park in street or church parking lot. View theme gardens and
water features. www.fairiegardens.net

June 3  Schmidt House - 330 Schmidt Place, Tumwater. From Capitol Way, go West on Custer Way, turn
RIGHT onto Schmidt Place. Lots of parking, follow sign. View historical home and grounds, statuary and rose
garden. ‘Setting up’ under veranda permitted. House will be open.

June 10  Henderson House and Crosby House - 602 Deschutes Way SW and 703 Deschutes Way SW,
Tumwater. View two historical homes/museums and log cabin or go down the hill to the Tumwater Historical Park
and view the “Old” Brewery. Restrooms are located in the park. Henderson House will be open Thurs. 1- 4

June 17 Lattin Country Cider Mill and Farm - 9402 Rich Rd. SE. Olympia. From Olympia, go South on Capitol
Way > Hwy 99. Go 3.7 miles past Capitol Blvd. and Tumwater Blvd. intersection to Rich Rd. Turn LEFT onto Rich
Rd. to “Lattin” %2 mile on the RIGHT. View barns, animals, gardens and fields. Great cider and donuts made fresh
everyday.

June 24 Second Hand Rose Antiques - 9243 Yelm Hwy SE. Go East on Yelm Hwy. to antique store on the
RIGHT. View lots of “old things” outside... Carpool recommended, limited parking. Store will be open for us.

July 1 Swantown Boatyard - 650 Marine Dr. NE  North on Capitol Way to RIGHT at roundabout onto Marine
Drive. Continue to boat yard on LEFT. View working boat yard, boats, water and mountain views. OR go further
North on peninsula for views down the bay OR venture into Farmer's Market (do not set up in building). Meet at
boatyard for show and tell.

July 8 The Perennial Gardener - 5424 Boston Harbor Rd. NE.  Plum St. > East Bay Dr. > Boston Harbor Rd. Go
4.5 miles past the Plum St. and State St. intersection to Nursery on RIGHT. View quaint nursery, old apple tree, old
homes and buildings, and lots of interesting stuff (little red wagons). Be mindful of customers.
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July 15 Home of Cindy Fairbrook - 4432 Shellridge Rd. NW.  North on Hwy. 101 towards Shelton to Oyster Bay
exit (just past Steamboat exit). Go 2.5 miles and take LEFT onto Shellridge (just past Ellison) and LEFT at last
driveway just before cul-de-sac. Hilly driveway bends to the LEFT. Carpooling recommended. View lovely home,
gardens, greenhouse, statuary, bridge, water feature, hillside pasture, llamas, Olympics, and guinea hens.

July 22 Home of Kathy & David Combs - 9616 Old Hwy 99 SE, Olympia. From Tumwater, go South on Capitol
Way > Old Hwy 99 just past The Barn Nursery. Watch for Laurel hedge and turn LEFT to enter property, then sharp
RIGHT thru pasture & LEFT around buildings for parking and gardens. View diverse flower garden, statuary, home,
outbuildings, fountain, and arbors. This may be the last time this location is on paint out schedule.

July 29  Ashley Creek Farm - 9221 Littlerock Rd. SW, Olympia.  From Trosper Rd., go South on Littlerock Rd.
Farm entrance is on RIGHT just before 93 (across from Texaco Station). Long private drive. View farmhouse,
barn, cottage, spring, fish hatchery, outbuildings, territorial views, large trees and crops. May be processing garlic at
this time! Fun! www.ashleycreek.com

August 5 Luhr’'s Landing / Nisqually Reach Nature Center - North on Martin Way, take a LEFT onto Meridian,
take a RIGHT at the roundabout to stay on Meridian. Take RIGHT onto 46" Ave. and then a LEFT onto D Milluhr
Rd. and go to boat launch at very end. View Nisqually Estuary, bay, beach, Islands, Olympics and public pier.
Nisqually Reach Nature Center is open Wed. Sat. & Sun. 12- 4. Special Educational Tour about Estuary may be
available.

August 12 St. Martin’s University - 5300 Pacific Ave. SE, Lacey. ~ From Pacific Ave. SE. (one way West) turn
RIGHT at Franz St. into University grounds. From Lacey Blvd. SE (one way East) turn LEFT at Franz St. continue

to University grounds. Go straight and around to the backside of “Old Main” for parking. View historical “Old Main”,
campus grounds, fields, statuary, trees and Abby. Meet at “Old Main” for show and tell

August 19  Cameron Gardens / Home of Diane & Ken Jacob - 5831 Steamboat Island Rd.  Take Hwy.101
North towards Shelton and take Steamboat exit, go LEFT past stores and turn RIGHT onto Steamboat Island Rd.
Go 3 miles, turn LEFT at mailbox 5831 (look for “Artists” sign). Follow gravel road to meadow parking. View
geodesic dome home, large lush flower gardens, green pathways, fruit trees, birdhouses, arbors, water feature all
surrounded by woods; soft music drifts as we paint. www.camerongardens.com

August 26 Home of Susan Glendenning - 4228 lllahee Ln. SW, Tumwater. ~From Olympia go South on Capitol
Way and RIGHT onto Linwood at light. Go straight till road ends at “T”, take a RIGHT onto Sapp and LEFT at wavy
15 mph sign into Klahowya Estates. LEFT on 44, RIGHT on lllahee to blue house on LEFT with white gazebo.
View gazebo, garden, statuary, wooded wetland off back deck. Ask Susan about her pastel classes.

September 2  Olympia Outboard Club Clubhouse - 2950 Steamboat Island Rd. NW.  Hwy 101 to Steamboat
exit. Go LEFT past stores and RIGHT onto Steamboat Island Rd. Go all the way to the end, cross one lane bridge
onto Steamboat Island. Stay RIGHT and loop around Island to “O.0.C.” property at North end of the Island (just after
you make the sharp LEFT bend). Clubhouse is on the RIGHT. Park in the center of the Island on the LEFT in
0.0.C. reserved area. View old clubhouse, grand water views and quaint neighborhood. Steep stairs to beach if you
want to go there. Be mindful of neighbors.

September 16 Boston Harbor Marina - 312 73 Ave. NE. North on East Bay Dr. > Boston Harbor Rd. LEFT on
73rd Ave. to Marina. View quaint homes and store, boats, docks, bay and Olympics.
